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DELETE (TERMINATE) A MESSAGE 
Allows users to DELETE or TERMINATE mail messages, which sends them to the WASTE basket for the system to automatically delete at set times. DELETED messages will still receive responses. TERMINATED messages will NOT receive forthcoming responses.  Both types may be recalled from the waste basket by reading them, then saving them to ANOTHER basket

Deleting a SINGLE message
1.  To access MAILMAN




Type MAIL at any menu  <ENTER>
2.  At MailMan menu option:  



N or R  <ENTER>
3.  Select MESSAGE action: IGNORE (in basket)// 

    a)  D = Delete 

    b)  T = Terminate
