To receive an associates degree from VU, a total of fifteen (15) semester hours of college courses must be completed, six of which must be through Vincennes University. The balance can be through college–level testing or military experience.

Vincennes University tuition is $115.50 per credit. There is a $20 application fee plus a $25 graduation fee, payable at time of graduation.
