NC Rating Partners

In addition to local educational opportunities, the Navy has added a new element to the Navy College Program – the Navy College Rating Partners.  The Navy College Rating Partners are 16 colleges and universities that have been selected to offer rate-related associate and baccalaureate degrees.  Courses can be taken via distance education.  Degrees are designed to provide a simplified path to an associate or bachelor degree, maximize acceptance and applicability of credit for Navy training, develop career oriented degrees for all Sailors, and encourage career/life long learning.  The Navy College Rating Partners degrees will augment existing programs offering exciting new options to Sailors.  The program will be launched officially in this month.  For the Hospital Corpsman rate, George Washington University, Old Dominion University, and Coastline Community College of California are Rating Partners.

The Navy will soon be posting links from the Navy College web site to each of the selected two- and four-year school’s Navy College Rating Partner sites.  When available, these sites will not only provide information on each degree program, but will also provide templates showing how many credits Sailors at different pay grades will receive from their military training.  All Rating Partner schools will be part of the SOCNAV network of schools.  The Navy College web site is www.navycollege.navy.mil .

ECPI

ECPI College of Technology is a regionally accredited, independent private college offering Associate of Applied Science degree, diploma, and certificate programs.  The College has been offering classes leading to technical certification onboard NAS Oceana since 1999.  The programs currently offered include:  Microsoft Certified System Engineer (MCSE); A+ PC Service Technician; and Fiber Optics Installer.  In November, ECPI began teaching the Fiber Optics program onboard the Norfolk Naval Station.

The A+ Prep class, a 5-credit class, provides 80 hours of classroom and laboratory instruction relating to the servicing of microcomputers.  The class is designed to train students in all aspects of PC Hardware and Operating Systems, and prepares each student to take the CompTia A+ certification examinations.  A+ certificiation is a testing program sponsored by CompTia that certifies the competency of entry-level service technicians in the computer industry.

The MCSE certificate program provides 212 hours of classroom and laboratory instruction relating to computer networks and the Windows 2000 Network Operating System.  The A+ training is included as a prerequisite class and 16 college credits are associated to the program.  ECPI is a Microsoft Authorized Academic Training Provider (AATP) and utilizes the Microsoft Official Curriculum.  Each of the seven Microsoft classes in the program is designed to prepare the student for the corresponding Windows 2000 MCSE certification examination.

The Fiber Optics program provides 24 hours of classroom and laboratory instruction designed to prepare the student to successfully pass the Electronics Technician Association’s (ETA) Fiber Optics Install Certification (FOIC) examination.  This certification represents the fiber industry’s most advanced and comprehensive method of certifying fiber installers.

ECPI is now registering students for each of these programs for classes beginning in January.  The Fiber Optics program will be taught at the Naval Station beginning on 20 January and at NAS Oceana beginning on 3 March.  The A+ class is being offered at NAS Oceana with classes convening on 26 January and 13 Mar.  The first class in the Microsoft Certified Systems Engineer (MCSE) program series, also taught at NAS Oceana will convene on 22 May.  Keep in mind that the A+ Prep class is a prerequisite for the Microsoft program and must be taken prior to beginning the MCSE classes.  This requirement is waived for those already A+ certified, and a challenge exam is available for those who feel they possess the necessary pre-requisite knowledge.

College Pays Off

People with college degrees earn more money than those with high school diplomas or equivalent credentials.  In 1999, 25 to 34 year olds with a bachelor’s or higher degree earned nearly $15,000 more than high school graduates, on average according to the Department of Education press release dated 16 October.

For the first time in many years, the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) analysis found that total college-level job openings between 1998 and 2008 will nearly equal the number of college-educated entrants to the labor force.  This contrasts with recent years when the number of openings was somewhat lower than the number of graduates.

BLS expects that the number of college-level jobs between 1998 and 2008 will grow faster than the number of jobs for workers with less education.

“Computer Engineer” is expected to be the fastest-growing occupation over the next decade.  Other rapidly growing occupations include:  computer systems analysts, database administrators, physician assistants, residential counselors, engineering and information systems managers, and financial services sales agents.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 1999 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 1999.
