St. Leo classes at NMCP

St. Leo University will offer the following two classes here at NMCP:

HCA 402 – Epidemiology, 3 SH, Tue/Thurs 1700-1930

HCA 410 – Quality Improvement Methods in Health Care, 3 SH, Tue/Thurs 1930-2200

Both of these classes have prerequisites.  These classes will be held in Naval School of Health Sciences, Bldg 104, Rm 228.  The term starts 19 Mar and ends 19 May 01.  Registration runs through 14 Mar.  See Page 4 for SLU representative outreach days/times and phone number.

Advice to New Students
1.  Read your college catalog.  It contains:  (a) required courses, (b) majors offered and curriculums to follow, (c) school policies and procedures, (d) your rights and responsibilities, and (e) course prerequisites and course descriptions (read these BEFORE you register for a course.).

2.  You can obtain additional guidance from an academic counselor at the school.  To talk with that person, first make an appointment.  Check to see if the college counselor provides outreach educational services to your military base.  Be prepared by being familiar with the catalog and other materials the school has supplied.

3.  Many colleges require placement tests in English and Math.  The results will indicate whether you must take a refresher course before beginning freshman level courses.

4.  Refresher courses in college are usually numbered 0-100.  You receive credit for them, but they are not freshman level; and they do NOT transfer to other institutions.

5.  Improve your writing skills.  Take an English refresher course, if necessary.  Learning to write term papers and themes will be a major task in college, but your reward will be a valuable lifetime asset.  Exams, research papers, themes and reports will be evaluated on grammar, punctuation, clarity, organization, logic, creativity and your ability to gather, integrate, analyze and communicate knowledge successfully.

6.  LEARN GOOD STUDY HABITS!  Study daily.  Learn to take careful notes.  Keep up with your reading.  Review - review - review. There is no substitute for daily preparation.

7.  Maintain a high Grade Point Average (GPA).  Grades of "D" and "F" will NOT transfer to another institution.  If you make an "Incomplete," make up the required work in time to receive a passing grade; otherwise it will become an "F."

8.  If you withdraw from a class, make sure you do it within the official "Drop-Add" period.  Otherwise, if you just quit going to class without notifying the school, you will receive an "F."  If you withdraw within the official "Drop-Add" period, you will receive a refund or partial refund from the school.  Regardless of the reason, always fill out the official withdrawal papers.

9.  Ask questions.  Keep yourself open to new ideas and knowledge.

10.  Take a speech class.  Speaking effectively is a major asset in today's world.

11.  Do not overextend yourself when you first begin.  Don't take a heavy workload that you can't handle along with your military job.

12.  Learn how to use the library or Internet to do research for the papers and themes you will be writing.

13.  Keep copies of all assigned projects, term papers, and returned tests until you receive your grade report at the end of the course (In case your instructor makes an error).

14.  KEEP A COPY OF ALL FINANCIAL TRANSACTIONS.  Keep copies of all grade reports.

15.  PUT IT IN WRITING!  An academic advisor or dean may give you permission to take an advanced course or waive a degree requirement, but at graduation, that person may no longer be at the college.  Any exceptions granted you from the published procedures should be noted in writing and placed in your permanent file.

16.  Most colleges conduct courses on either a QUARTER or SEMESTER hour term.

17.  Each time you successfully complete a college credit course, you earn the number of specified credit hours.  To earn your degree you must complete your college's requirements for that degree.  A CURRICULUM is an outline or list of all courses you must complete to earn your degree.

18.  Many colleges have a residency requirement.  This means you must complete a certain number of courses with the school from which you are seeking a degree.  Some schools require the last year of college work to done in residence.  The residency requirement is usually 15 semester hours (5 courses) for an associate degree and 30 semester hours (10 courses) for a bachelor's degree.

ECPI College of Technology

ECPI’s newest certificate program is Solaris System Administrator.  The program consists of 2 classes totaling 72 clock hours, and 4 college credits.  The first class, Fundamentals of the Solaris 8 Operating Environment, introduces the student to UNIX and Solaris operating system commands.  The follow on class, Solaris 8 System Administration, teaches the necessary knowledge and skills to perform essential system administration tasks in the Solaris Operating Environment.

The Electronic Technicians Association (ETA) Fiber Optics Installer Certification (FOIC) represents the Fiber Industry’s most advanced and comprehensive method of certifying technicians in Fiber Optics Installation. ECPI’s Fiber Optics Installer course prepares students to pass the ETA’s FOIC examination.  The course consists of 24 clock hours of classroom and laboratory instruction in the preparation, maintenance and installation of Fiber Optic cable.

The A+ Prep training provides 80 hours of classroom and laboratory instruction relating to the servicing of microcomputers.  The class is designed to train students in all aspects of PC Hardware and Operating Systems, providing them with the knowledge and skills required to pass the CompTia+ Certification Examinations.  A+ Certification is a testing program sponsored by CompTia that certifies the competency of entry-level technicians in the computer industry.

The MCSE with A+ Program is a series of course modules designed to prepare individuals to successfully complete the corresponding Microsoft and CompTia Certification, which result in MCSE (Windows 2000) and A+ Certification.  The program consists of 292 clock hours of classroom and laboratory instruction in PC Operating Systems, PC Maintenance, and the administration of Windows 2000 based computer networks.  

The following are start dates for on-base courses offered on NAS Oceana.  A100, A+Prep begins March 13, April 20 and June 27.  The start dates for FIB100, Fiber Optics Installer are March 3 and June 2.   NET30, Win 2000 Essentials begins May 22.  NET60, Implementing Win 200 starts July 12.  NET90, Designing Win 2000 starts April 2 and NET100, Win 2000 Network Infrastructure begins on May 21.

The start dates for FIB100, Fiber Optics Installer, offered on the Naval Station Norfolk, are April 21 and July 14.

Rising Costs in Education

According to the 27 Oct 00 edition of The Chronicle of Higher Education, tuition has risen faster than inflation and faster than in the previous year.  College tuition and fees rose 4.4 percent at four-year public institutions and 5.2 percent at four-year private colleges last year.  The rate of inflation rose only 3.4 percent during roughly the same period.

The financial aid results, too, were bad news for consumers.  Loans continued to displace grants as the primary source of student aid, according to the survey.  Borrowed money now represents 59 percent of all aid, compared with 41 percent in 1980.

Whether you are in the military service, family member, retiree, or civilian, the Education Opportunity Center will provide free financial, career and educational counseling.  They have information on federal and state financial aid programs, computerized scholarship search and scholarship sources for disadvantaged, minorities, women, low-income families and those with disabilities and other specific groups. EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 1999 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 1999.
