University of Phoenix Workshop
University of Phoenix offers an Associate of Arts (AA) degree which includes the option of a Professional Focus.  Service members may choose a Professional Focus if they have received American Council on Education (ACE) recognized academic credit transferable to the University of Phoenix in that specialty of work.  Students need a minimum of 15 semester hours in a related field to quality for one of the Professional Focus options listed below.  The Focus will be printed on the student’s official transcript.

Focuses:  Aerospace Physiology Technology; Allied Health Management; Allied Health Services; Aviation Technology; Biomedical Technology; Business Administration; Cardiopulmonary Technology; Criminal Justice; Dental Lab Technology; Electronics Technology; Health Care Technology; Histologic Technology; Marine Engineering; Marine Environmental Science; Medical Lab Technology; Nuclear Medicine Technology; Nuclear Technology; Occupational/Environmental Health; Operating Room Technology; Pharmacy Technology; Physical Therapy; Radiologic Technology; Respiratory Therapy; Technical Management; Technical Studies; Technology Instruction; and Urological Lab Technology.

Due to popular demand for the University of Phoenix associate degree, the Navy College Office will offer a workshop on this topic.  The workshop is designed to brief folks on this AA degree.  The workshop will cover the AA degree focuses, assist students in determining how close they are to the degree, what students can do to complete the degree; and cost of degree.

Students MUST bring a copy of their SMART which lists ACE recommended college credit for their military schools and training.  If a student took college courses, AND they are not listed on the SMART, students need to bring in a copy of their transcript or grade reports.  Students can down load their SMART by going to the Navy College web site at www.navycollege.navy.mil 

This two-hour workshop is open to ALL active duty personnel.  There is no need to make an appointment for the workshop, and no need to be in uniform.  The workshop will be held in bldg 272 (Admin), room 103 (next to the Credit Union) at 1000 on Wednesday 18 April.

Degrees to Dollars

In the Winter 2000-2001 edition of the Occupational Outlook Quarterly, the following were reported as the median earnings of full-time, year-round workers for 1998:  Those with high school diplomas had median earnings of $25,000.  Those with bachelor’s degrees had median earnings of $40,387; master’s degrees median earnings were $48,772; doctoral degrees were $60,729 and first-professional degrees were $71,258.

The article, written by Olivia Crosby, goes on to say:  “College graduates tend to have high salaries because they qualify for many of the highest paying and fastest growing occupations in the economy.  And even in occupations where a degree usually is not required, college graduates often earn more than do high school graduates with no college degree.  According to the U. S. Department of Labor’s Report on the American Workforce, the skill requirements for many occupations have increased.  And for many employers, a degree signals a worker’s ability to master complex skills.”

Student Aid

Education or training after high school costs more than ever.  But education is more important than ever.  According to the 2000-2001 Financial Aid Student Guide published by the U. S. Department of Education, there are sources available to assist students with financial aid to attend post-secondary institutions.  The Student Guide discusses some of these sources.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 1999 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 1999.
