Associate in Arts Degree = Good Start

Whatever your educational goals, the Associate of Arts degree provides a great start.  The program allows you to gain work and study skills that will make you more valuable to the Navy or enable you to advance in a new career direction.  It will help you discover new interests that will better prepare you to select and move quickly towards your bachelor’s degree program.  It will even enrich and broaden your love of learning, regardless of your job position.  An Associate of Arts (A.A.) program is a holistic approach to excellence in collegiate fundamentals.  It includes a broad-based curriculum that is suited to those wanting to begin the process toward earning

a bachelor’s degree, those returning to a university setting to complete a degree after a long absence, or those lifelong learners seeking to augment their life and work experience with a degree.

Many colleges and universities offer A.A. degrees (St. Leo University, University of Phoenix, etc.).  The University of Phoenix offers many A. A. degree focuses which utilizes your military schools and rate credit.  St. Leo University also utilizes your military training.  St. Leo offers classes in the Hampton Roads area and classes are only eight (8) weeks long.  You may receive counseling and register when the St. Leo representative is here at NMCP.  See the Navy College Office for more information on either of these degrees.

VA Update
Service members eligible for the MGIB (Montgomery GI Bill) can turbocharge their benefits by spending a few extra dollars a month now to get a paycheck worth thousands of dollars when they attend school.  However, the added benefit is NOT available to post-Vietnam era veterans who signed up for VEAP, and now they have until 13 October to convert to the much more generous MGIB.

The extra GI Bill benefits and the VEAP conversion window both officially kicked off on 1 May.  Service members who pump up their GI Bill benefits to the max will be able to earn $800 a month as full-time students, $150 more than the current payment.  MGIB participants have $1200 taken from their pay – typically $100 a month for the first year of active duty – as an enrollment fee.  After leaving service, they can receive a standard benefit of $650 a month for 36 months - $23,400 total – as long as they remain full-time students at an approved school.  They also may use the benefits while still on active duty.  NOTE:  Active duty personnel are limited to tuition and fees, not to exceed the amount payable for the rate of attendance.

The increased benefits let service members contribute an additional $600 to their MGIB accounts, making them eligible for the extra $150 a month.  Over 36 months, the larger contribution would be worth $5,400, pushing the total MGIB benefit to $28,800.  For most service members, the extra contributions can be paid at a minimum of $20 per month for 30 months.  For those who were on active duty as of 1 May 01, the extra contributions must be made while still on active duty according to the Defense Department guidance.

However, those who were on active duty as of 1 November 2000 – when the legislation was signed into law – but separated before the 1 May effective date can still get the additional  benefits.  These former service members should call the Department of Veterans Affairs at 1-888-442-4551 to arrange extra payments, which must be made by 31 July.

This option for additional contributions applies only to those who joined the military after 1 July 1985, making them eligible for the new Montgomery GI Bill.  Troops who signed up for the post-Vietnam era VEAP and later converted to the new MGIB are ineligible to buy the additional benefits.  Department of Veterans Affairs officials recommend service members choose the extra benefits only if they think they will attend school for at least for months after leaving active duty.

The highly unpopular VEAP, which was mush less generous than the MGIB, was offered to those who entered the service between 1 January 1977 and 30 June 1985.  Under VEAP, troops contributed up to $2700 and the government paid back $300 a month for 30 months, for a total of $8100.  Over the years, the Defense Department has offered troops who originally signed up for VEAP several opportunities to convert to the MGIB.  From 1 May to 31 October, they will get one final chance.

To convert, service members must meet the following criteria:  They must have been VEAP participants on or before 9 October 1996, and must have been on continuous active duty from 9 October 1996 to 1 April 2000.  They must make a nonrefundable payment of $2700, equal to the maximum contribution under the old VEAP.  Once made, that decision cannot be reversed – the fee is non-refundable even if they do not use their benefits.  Any veterans who ever participated in VEAP may convert, regardless of whether they now have any money in a VEAP account.  But those who never signed up for VEAP may not buy into the MGIB.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER
The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2000 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 2000.
