There is NO need to have any background education or experience to pursue these programs.  They are tuition assistance (TA) and VA approved for educational benefits.

The Computer Science Department offers courses for students who wish to prepare for careers in the information sciences.  Majors include:  IT/Computer Programming, IT/Networking, IT/Web Development, Computer Systems Applications, Medical Systems Administration, and Accounting Systems Administration.

The Computer Electronics Technology Department offers courses to prepare students for careers in the field of electronics.  Majors include:  Computer Technology, Telecommunications Technology, and Biomedical Equipment Technology.

TROY STATE UNIVERSITY
TSU offers five Master’s degrees in the Hampton Roads area:  The Master of Business Administration, the Master of Science in Management, Master of Science in Foundations of Education, Master of Science in Human Resources Management, and Master of Public Administration.  Classes are offered on all local naval bases.  TSU offers five terms per year with 35-40 classes offered each term.  Their schedule is designed to meet the needs of the adult, part time student.

The upcoming term runs 09 Oct until 17 December.

FUNDING COLLEGE

Funding a college education is always a challenge.  Active duty military personnel have the Navy Tuition Assistance program, which will pay up to 75 % of the tuition costs.  Civilians, military spouses, children and military retirees do NOT have this funding source available.  Some may have benefits from the Veterans’ Administration, but many will have to seek out creative ways to fund their college education.  Some of these funds are through state and federal programs, while others may be from private sources.  The biggest challenge faced by those with a need for dollars to go to school is to find the sources that will help them fund their educational programs.

The reward of an education does not come cheaply nor easily.  There is significant investment required by the individual and his/her family, in the form of time and money.  The investment of funds from various financial assistance programs can make a college degree a reality.  The Educational Opportunity Center may assist you in obtaining financial aid. It does pay to go to college.  Military personnel have many talents that equate to job skills that are desirable to employers, but a college degree adds to YOUR marketability.  Take advantage of the programs available on the local bases and in the local community.

NAVY COLLEGE LEARNING CENTERS


The Navy College Learning Centers (NCLCs) are a free, independent study resource that can assist students to prepare for college placement examinations and for many College Level Examination Program (CLEP) exams.  Most colleges require students take a math and English placement exam before beginning their classes.  Often these skills are a bit rusty, and students need some review to get them ready to take these exams.  The CLEP exams offer the opportunity to earn college credits by demonstrating college level knowledge in many subject areas.


At the NCLC, students will find self-paced courses to help prepare them for the CLEP exams in English composition, algebra, geometry, trigonometry and calculus as well as topics in the natural sciences and social sciences.  NCLC courses cover a variety of levels, from the basics to more advanced subjects such as advanced algebra, calculus and physics.


The NCLC courses are computer based so students study on the days and times that best meet their individual schedules.  Facilitators are also available to assist students.  Active duty, reservists, retirees and their spouses are eligible to use the NCLC.
