To prepare for the January 2001 Spring semester, TCC again will provide their math, English and reading placement exams at NMCP FREE (exams cost $4 on campus) to ALL PERSONNEL (including civilians, dependents).  The 2 and ½ hour exam will be offered on the following dates/times:

New TCC students must fill out a TCC application.  Applications are available outside room 103 in the literature rack or from the TCC rep (see Page 3 for his outreach schedule).  There is no need to bring anything, and there is no need for active duty personnel to be in uniform.  While reservations are not required, students are advised to arrive early for the placement exams.

OLDER STUDENTS IN COLLEGE

A study published by the College Board shows that almost half of today’s college students are over the age of 24, up from 30 percent in the 1970’s; 70 percent of these students are enrolled in programs alongside younger students, not in special programs for adults.

Carol Aslanian, Director of Adult Learning Services at the College Board says, “The surge in the adult population reflects a need for skills and knowledge to enter, advance, and change careers.”

The new picture of the adult student is based on research conducted for the College Board by Policy Studies in Education who found that (a) 90 % are trying to gain new competencies to meet the challenging nature of their work; (b) 30 % are going to school full time while working and managing families; and (c) 65 % are women.

EDUCATIONAL WEBSITES
With the explosion of resources on the Internet, it is no wonder that education resources have followed the trend. Have a question about your Veterans’ benefits?  Check out their website at http://www.va.gov.education   The website is divided into subject areas to allow greater access to specific information.  These areas include education benefits, Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs), news, claim inquiry and much, much more.

The Internet offers today’s students a tremendous amount of resources.  Take some time to explore these web sites.

OCTOBER-DECEMBER TERMS

On the undergraduate level, besides Tidewater Community College, St. Leo University also offers classes during their Fall II term (16 Oct – 16 Dec).  Registration starts 20 Sep and ends 11 Oct.  Schedules are available now at the Navy College Office.  Please visit the St. Leo rep at NMCP (see page 3 for schedule, telephone numbers and web/email addresses).  St. Leo is extremely popular for several reasons:  (a) they have five terms per year (you do not have to wait until January to take classes); (b) they teach on all Hampton Roads naval facilities as well as Ft. Eustis and Langley AFB; (c) they offer their math and English placement test here at NMCP on Thursdays 0900, and you can find out your results that same day; (d) they provide counseling and registration services at these military installations; and (e) they understand the needs and missions of the Navy.

On the graduate level, Troy State University (TSU) offers accelerated programs as well.  Similarly to St. Leo, they offer classes (as well as counseling and registration services) on most Hampton Roads military installations.  Their next semester starts 09 Oct and ends 17 Dec.  Registration runs 25 Sep until 06 Oct.  Please see page 3 for TSU’s outreach schedule at NMCP.
