TA Changes:  Faxing

Tuition Assistance (TA) Applications (NAVMC 10883) may now be faxed to the Navy College Office.  Below are the procedures for faxing TA Applications:

· The student faxes the FRONT of the form which should be filled out completely and accurately with appropriate signature at the bottom (by direction authority is OK).

· The back of the form must also be faxed with the applicant’s signature and printed name on the bottom of the form to show that the applicant is aware of the rules and regulations.

· The Navy College Office will approve the TA Application and fax the signed TA Authorization form back to the student.

· The student signs the TA Authorization form and takes it to his/her school.

Only students who have attended the TA workshop can fax their TA Applications.  First time students must come in to the office.  While faxing TA Applications may provide a benefit for our students, it is a greater workload on our staff.  The following will be adhered to:

· The Navy College Office requires 72 hours (3 working days) to process faxed TA Applications.

· The Navy College Office will NOT accept any telephone calls inquiring whether the TA Application has been received NOR whether the TA Authorization form is ready.

· The Navy College Office will NOT make any changes to the TA Application over the telephone.

· All TA Applications must be legible.

· If the TA Application is inaccurate and/or incomplete, a note will be faxed back stating the TA is incorrect and that the student must come to the office.

More TA Changes:  No Late TA’s

In the past, the Navy would consider approving TA Applications for students who did not present their TA Applications before classes started.  This procedure was called “After the Fact TA.”  However, effective 01 January 2002, TA will NOT be authorized after the school’s late registration period.  Please make a note of this.  Get your TA Application in early.

More TA Changes:  CEU’s
Effective immediately, the Navy can fund Continuing Education Units (CEU’s) as long as the institution offering the CEU's are accredited by a regional or national accrediting body recognized by the Department of Education.  Check with our office before you sign up for a CEU course to ensure it is funded by the Navy.  One CEU equals ten (10) contact hours.  Using current caps, the Navy pays 75 percent of the tuition not to exceed $125 (Navy’s 75%) for each CEU.  CEU course completion certificates must be mailed by the student or faxed by the Navy College Office to Naval Education and Training Professional Development and Technology Center (NETPDTC) in Pensacola.

More TA Info:  Cancel TA

Students are reminded that they must return the original TA Authorization form to the Navy College Office for cancellation if they choose not to register for classes.  If the student has registered for classes and then drops during the drop/add period (usually the first week of the term), they must retrieve the original TA form from the school.  Failure to properly cancel an unused TA form can result in an indebtedness letter and payroll deduction.  The TA form is similar to a check to the school.

TA Withdrawals Due to Military Duties

Due to the current circumstances caused by the recent terrorist bombings, we realize that a number of Sailors/officers may need to withdraw from their classes that were funded by Tuition Assistance (TA).  We want to make this process as easy as possible and not put an extra burden on the commands by requiring the student’s command to prepare an official letter explaining the situation.

If a student must withdraw from classes due to increased workload or deployment, the student must officially withdraw from the institution in order to receive a “W” grade for their class.  For the next four months (11 Sep through 31 Dec 01), the following procedures must be followed for students needing to withdraw:

1. Once the student has officially withdrawn, the student needs to contact our office giving his/her name, SSN, and document number (which is located on the bottom of the TA Authorization form).  If unknown, our office can research this.  We need to know which class(es) is affected.  The student also needs to let us know the withdrawal is due to military reasons.

2. Our office will contact NETPDTC to withdraw the student.  By doing this, the student will not have to pay the Navy back the Navy’s share of tuition.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER
The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2000, you must bring a copy of your 2000 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2000 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 2000.
