VIRGINIA TIDEWATER CONSORTIUM

The Virginia Tidewater Consortium for Higher Education was established by the Virginia State Legislature in 1973 as one of six regional consortia in the state.  Membership in the Virginia Tidewater Consortium has increased from the original eight institutions to fourteen, including four community colleges, four public colleges and universities, four private institutions and two non-resident public universities.  

The purpose of the Consortium is to coordinate and facilitate higher education services in the Hampton Roads area in order to provide maximum educational opportunities for the citizens of the region.

Goals of the Consortium:

· To determine the need for higher education programs and to provide increased educational opportunities for area residents.

· To encourage cooperative projects among the institutions of higher education to better serve the citizens of the area.

· To establish linkages between the member institutions and business, industry, government, and the military.

· To enrich existing academic opportunity exchanges and articulation programs.

· To work cooperatively with the local school divisions to serve the educational needs of teachers and administrators.

· To develop the use of technology to enhance the teaching and learning process.

· To enhance the economic development of the region by providing an opportunity for the development of a highly trained workforce.

Areas of Cooperation:

· Cross-Registration. Students may register for courses offered by any Consortium institution.

· Cooperative Degree Program. Designated degree programs offered cooperatively by two or more Consortium institutions.

· Interlibrary Loan Courier Service. The Consortium provides a courier service for transportation of library materials among institutions.

· Interlibrary Borrowing. Students and faculty may check out library materials from any member institution's library by using the Consortium's borrowing card.

· Articulation Agreements. Four-year Consortium institutions recognize AA and AS degrees from community colleges as fulfilling lower-division academic requirements.

· Co-Sponsorship of Grants. The Consortium applies for state and federal grants of mutual benefit to member institutions.

· Educational Opportunity Center. The Consortium sponsors the federally funded Educational Opportunity Center; a program that provides academic, career and financial aid information to adults seeking to participate in higher education.

· Higher Education Cable Channel (VTC-TV). The Consortium operates a full-time cable television channel, which reaches over 425,000 homes and offers college courses to the citizens of the area.

· Summer Institute on College Teaching. Since 1978, the Consortium has operated the Institute, which focuses on the improvement of college teaching and learning.

· Faculty Exchange. Faculty members participate in academic exchange programs throughout the year.

· Liaison with the Military and the Community. The Consortium is actively involved in promoting higher educational opportunities through participation with local communities, boards, and by serving the military through its on-base information offices.

· Faculty Development Programs. The Consortium offers Faculty Programs throughout the year for the improvement of teaching and learning.

· Drug Use and Alcohol Prevention. The Consortium in involved in sharing, gathering, and disseminating information about substance abuse.

· National Videoconferences. The Consortium offers live, interactive videoconferences throughout the year on issues germane to higher education.

OVER AGE 24 IS THE NORM

A new study from the College Board shows that almost half of today’s college students are over the age of 24, up from 30 percent in the 1970’s; 70 percent of these students are enrolled in degree programs alongside younger students, not special programs for adults.  Carol Aslanian, Director of Adult Learning Services at the College Board says, “The surge in the adult population reflects a need for skills and knowledge to enter, advance, and change careers.”

Research conducted for the College Board revealed:

99% are trying to gain new competencies to meet the challenging nature of their work.

30% are going to school full time while working and managing families.

65 % are women.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER

The Navy College Office is pleased to announce that an Educational Opportunity Center (EOC) counselor will provide outreach services to NMCP in November and December.

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program.  The Navy College Office (NCO) at NMCP is pleased to announce that Ms. Vaughan Frederick, from the EOC, will be providing educational, career, and financial aid counseling (for college) here at NMCP at the end of July and the month of August.  Her services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

Ms. Frederick will provide four one-hour briefings in bldg 215, DFA Conference Room (2nd deck):  08 November and 6 December, 1100-1200 and again 1200-1300.  Follow up individual counseling sessions will be held the day after the briefings in the Navy College Office, bldg 272 (Admin), room 131 (next to Med Photo) from 1200 to 1500.

She can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  She can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

No appointment is necessary to attend the briefings or receive individual counseling, and there is no need for active duty personnel to be in uniform.  However, because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 1999 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 1999.
