TCC Placement Tests FREE at NMCP
Tidewater Community College provides FREE math/English placement testing here at NMCP to ALL PERSONNEL (including civilians, retirees, family members, etc).  The test cost $4 at the campus.

No appointment is needed; no need for active duty personnel to be in uniform.  Please arrive 15 minutes prior.

VA Information

The VA toll-free number for VA education benefits information is 1-888-442-4551 (1-888-GIBILL-1).  It may be difficult to get through on this number.  An alternative is to use the VA Education Service Web site: http://www.gibill.va.gov.

Some of the general information people want, such as current benefit rates and general program eligibility requirements, is posted on the Web site.  For more specific questions, people may select the “ASK A QUESTION” option.  Their question(s) will go directly to one of the four VA Regional Processing Offices that processes VA education benefit claims.  Based on the information provided, the system will automatically route the inquiry to the correct VA office.

A notice on the Web site says that a response will be sent within 10 working days; however, it is often much faster – sometimes the same day.

For general VA benefit questions that do not deal with education, the toll-free number is 1-800-827-1000.  The VA Web site is http://www.va.gov. 

Tuition Assistance News
Remember:  No late TA will be authorized!  TA must be requested before the end of your school’s registration or drop/add period.  There are no waivers for this! Please plan accordingly.  It takes time for you to send your TA application through your chain of command for approval.  Navy College Office has a one-day turn around to process TA applications.

If you have used TA previously, the following may slow down your  next TA authorization by Navy College:

1. Did you change or drop classes & not notify both the school & Navy College?

2. Did you withdraw from or fail a class?

3. Did you turn in your grades from your previous class(es)?

To ensure smooth TA processing, please contact our office if you did questions 1 or 2 above or if you need to turn in a grade.

DECA Scholarship

4 November kicks off the application period for children of active duty, retired and Guard and Reserve members to apply for $1,500 academic scholarships.  The application window for the 2004 Scholarships for Military Children extends through 18 Feb.

The program is operated by the Defense Commissary Agency, and the goal is to award at least one scholarship at every commissary location, depending on the number of qualified applicants and funding.

CCME Scholarship

The Council of College and Military Educators (CCME) is offering a $500 scholarship.  All service members working toward the completion of associates, bachelors, or masters degrees and serving in the armed forces are eligible to apply.  The award may be used for tuition, fees, books, and other expenses encountered by students as they pursue their educational goals.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.  Remember, it takes Navy College Office one day to process your TA applications (once your command has approved it).  Sometimes it takes longer if there are problems (such as grades missing, money owed, etc.).  Please plan accordingly.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper-and-pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2003, you must bring a copy of your 2003 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2003 W2 form.

The EOC is located in downtown Norfolk at 121 College Place, Suite 200.  You may contact Mr. Darryl Greenwell (see page 5) to make an appointment for when he provides outreach to NMCP.
