The President of the United States has signed into law S.1402, the “Veterans Benefits and Health Care Improvement Act”.  This act increases the basic Montgomery G. I. Bill for a three-year period of service to $650 monthly and the rate for a two-year period of service to $528 monthly.

NOTE:  Remember, most colleges and universities close their offices during the holidays.  You will not be able to receive counseling, register, pay tuition, etc.  Please plan accordingly.

ESO Workshop

The next Education Services Officer/Command Career Counselor workshop is scheduled for 17-19 January 2001 in bldg C9 at NAVSTA NORFOLK.  The workshop will run 0800-1530 the first two days and 0800-1200 on the third day.

There will be in-depth presentations on college credit for military training, tuition assistance, the DANTES examination program, SOCNAV, VA educational benefits, and ordering rate training manuals and correspondence courses, among other topics.

Diploma Mills

As distance education opportunities become increasingly available over the Internet, students can confuse unscrupulous institutions with legitimate, accredited schools.  The concept of earning a degree without leaving home has gained wide acceptance.  Dozens of accredited schools offer programs this way.

Unfortunately, other “universities” have capitalized on the publicity and acceptance of distance learning education and have lured unsuspecting students into their programs, often claiming accreditation from lofty sounding organizations that the school itself established.  Don’t be duped by these diploma mills.  If you have any question regarding the legitimacy or accreditation of a school, contact Navy College Office prior to enrolling or paying any fees.

Testing

The Hampton Roads Regional Navy College Test Schedule for October 2000 – March 2001 is available in the Navy College Office.  The schedule was prepared to assist personnel who wish to test at a time and date that best suits their schedule.  Students are reminded that Regents College Exam Program w/essay (RCEP), PRAXIS, ASE, and Certification exams are special order exams that are only available on specific dates.  Keep in mind these exams must be ordered 4-6 weeks before the scheduled test date.  Call the Navy College Office that has the desired date to place your order.  It is suggested students call the Navy College Office where they wish to test for detailed information regarding the process on that base.  Students are strongly encouraged to confirm the test schedule prior to the intended day of testing.

More Testing Info

The concept of colleges granting credit for information a student has already learned is the basis for the College Level Examination Program (CLEP).  You can receive credit for what you already know by earning qualifying scores on any one or more of 34 CLEP examinations.

Backed by the College Board, CLEP is the most widely accepted credit-by-examination program of its kind --- and has been for over 30 years.  You can use CLEP and other testing programs such as the DANTES Subject Standardized Tests to demonstrate your proficiency in introductory college-level subjects and to advance to more challenging exams.  Check with your college (or colleges you are considering) concerning their specific test acceptance policy.

There are five CLEP generals (English Composition, Mathematics, Social Sciences/History, Natural Science, and Humanities).  There are approximately 30 additional CLEP subject exams.  The Navy College Office has a list of all these exams.  In addition, practice exams are available to check out of the Navy College Office.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER

The Navy College Office is pleased to announce that an Educational Opportunity Center (EOC) counselor will provide outreach services to NMCP in November and December.

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program.  The Navy College Office (NCO) at NMCP is pleased to announce that Ms. Vaughan Frederick, from the EOC, will be providing educational, career, and financial aid counseling (for college) here at NMCP at the end of July and the month of August.  Her services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

Ms. Frederick will provide two one-hour briefings in bldg 215, DFA Conference Room (2nd deck):  06 December, 1100-1200 and again 1200-1300.  Follow up individual counseling sessions will be held the day after the briefings in the Navy College Office, bldg 272 (Admin), room 131 (next to Med Photo) from 1200 to 1500.

She can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  She can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

No appointment is necessary to attend the briefings or receive individual counseling, and there is no need for active duty personnel to be in uniform.  However, because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 1999 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 1999.
