Changing your Tuition Assistance Form

Many folks using Tuition Assistance (TA) find that they need to change their TA document.  If you find the need to change your TA document after Navy College has approved it, please report the change to Navy College.  We will amend/cancel your TA document.

As an example, let’s say you brought in a TA application for two classes:  Eng 111 and His 122.  You return to Navy College to pick up your approved TA Authorization document, and go to the school to turn it in.  Then you find that the Eng 111 class is full (or you decide you do not want to take Eng 111 after all).  You need to return to the Navy College Office so we can amend your TA document.  If you decide you do not want to go to school at all, you still need to return to Navy College to cancel your TA document.  Remember, you also need to make any changes with the school.

However, there are times when you need to contact NETPDTC, in Pensacola, Florida, directly.  Below are instances when you need to contact them:

· To turn in grades at the end of the term

· Course changes (or cancellations) if it is 5 days after the term start date

· To request a waiver for reimbursement indebtedness due to involuntary withdrawal

· Responding to grade request letters, letters of resolution or indebtedness and pay checkage)

· Questions concerning billing and invoicing issues.

Bottom line:  if you have any questions on what to do, please contact our office.  Do NOT ignore any correspondence from NETPDTC, Pensacola.

You need to give NETPDTC time to make changes as well.  Early planning is a must!

Addition of Other Funded Courses on SMART
It is now possible for active duty Sailors, veterans and retirees to have their courses that were taken on active duty but not funded by Tuition Assistance (TA) or Navy College Program for Afloat College Education (NCPACE) placed on their Sailor/Marine American Council on Education Registry Transcript (SMART).  There are two ways this process will work:

· The Sailor brings an official transcript or course grade report to their Navy College Office.  The Navy College Office staff certifies it to be a true copy and faxes it to the Navy College Center, Pensacola.

· The Sailor obtains an official transcript or course grade report, has it certified or notarized, and mails it to the Navy College Center, NETPDTC N2A5, 6490 Saufley Field Road, Pensacola, FL  32509-5204.

DANTES CLEP News

College credit examinations (such as College Level Examination Program – CLEP) are widely accepted by colleges and universities.  By passing these exams, servicemembers may earn credits required for a college degree.  These exams are available in more than 150 subject areas and are similar to end-of-course tests offered by colleges and universities.  The American Council on Education (ACE) recommends college credit for these exams.

Many CLEP General and Subject paper based exams have been withdrawn with more to follow in preparation of transitioning to CLEP eCBT (computer based testing), and new paper based exams expected in April 2004.  Following is a list of examinations which will be withdrawn on 31 Jan 04:  Analyzing and Interpreting Literature, College Algebra, Intro to Psychology, Principles of Management, and Freshman College Composition.  The following exams will be withdrawn on 31 Mar 04:  American Literature, English Literature, Principles of Macroeconomics, Principles of Microeconomics, College Level French, and Intro to Educational Psychology.  If you are interested in taking any of these exams, you must act quickly!

Diploma Mill
International Marketing Division of Adult Education Program in San Jose, California, is sending out E-mails to folks advertising that you can receive a college degree for what you already know.  They advertise their “University Diploma Plan” which requires no books, no courses, no tests, and no studying, and no one is turned down.  Please be aware of this diploma mill.  This is a company that grants degrees on the basis of past experience and is NOT properly accredited.

Navy TA Skyrockets

More than 52,000 Sailors took off-duty courses with the help of Tuition Assistance (TA) in FY03, a 26% jump from FY02.  Total cost of TA program was $58 million.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.  Remember, it takes Navy College Office one day to process your TA applications (once your command has approved it).  Sometimes it takes longer if there are problems (such as grades missing, money owed, etc.).  Please plan accordingly.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper-and-pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2003, you must bring a copy of your 2003 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2003 W2 form.

The EOC is located in downtown Norfolk at 121 College Place, Suite 200.  You may contact Mr. Darryl Greenwell (see page 5) to make an appointment for when he provides outreach to NMCP.
