VA & TA Together

Students can now use Tuition Assistance in conjunction with the Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB).  This is called “MGIB Top-Up”.  The Navy paid 75 percent of your course (up to the hourly cap and annual ceiling).  If you are eligible for the MGIB, you may be eligible to be reimbursed for the remainder of your course costs.

While the law has been passed, the rules and procedures for reimbursement are not yet finalized with the VA.  You will need a copy of your signed TA Authorization Form.  Make sure you have yours or ask your Navy College Office for a copy.  Remember:  using this new top-up benefit will reduce your MGIB entitlement; however, new legislation allows you to make contributions to increase your benefits.

New VA Law

The new Veterans Benefits and Health Care Improvement Act of 2000 (Public Law 106-419), which was signed into law by the President on 1 Nov 2000, makes some important changes to the Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB) and other VA education benefits.  The law:

· Provides a substantial increase in monthly payments for eligible veterans under the MGIB

· Gives some veterans who previously missed out on the GI Bill to become eligible, including some VEAP beneficiaries

· Allows active duty members to increase their MGIB benefit by making contributions

· Allows payments under MGIB and VEAP for tests for licensing and certification needed to enter, maintain, or advance into employment in certain civilian occupations

The Floyd D. Spence National Defense Authorization Act for FY 2001 (Public Law 106-398), which was signed into law by the President on 30 October 2000, gives many members of the Armed Forces a chance to receive increased payment for off-duty training and education.  With this law, the military services can pay up to 100 % of the tuition and expenses charged by the school.  If a service department pays less than 100 %, a service member eligible for MGIB can elect to receive MGIB benefits for all or a part of the remaining expenses.  However, the service member would receive a lower rate of MGIB benefits once s/he is discharged (see above article).

TA Changes

The active duty Sailor can now use up-front tuition assistance, (where the Navy is billed in advance for its share of the tuition), for courses which run 24 weeks or less.  This is a change from the previous policy which stipulated that courses had to be 18 weeks or less.  The service member must bring appropriate documentation from the school, indicating the established course length.

Secondly, the Navy will no longer require Sailors to maintain a certain grade point average for tuition assistance funded courses.  Previously, a 2.0 GPA was required for courses taken at the undergraduate level and a 3.0 GPA was required for graduate level courses.  However, Sailors are still required to pay back the government for failing grades and incompletes.

GED for Dependents

Military dependents must register in the city in which they reside in order to take the GED.

· In Norfolk, dependents must register at the Madison Career Center, which is located at 38th St and Hampton Blvd.  For further information, call 441-5216.

Bogus Degrees

The following article appeared in the 1 Jan 01 edition of the Pensacola News Journal:  With a click of a mouse and a few thousand dollars, anyone who can operate a computer can get a college degree without ever attending class.  In many cases, the student does not have to study, take tests or write papers.

Internet-based diploma mills are producing a record number of phony documents on a daily basis that are being passed off as college degrees, experts said.

Advertisements for diploma mills show stately buildings and boast of accredited programs that offer flexibility for working adults.  But in many cases, there are no buildings, no professors, and no legitimate accreditation, officials said.  “It’s worse than ever before, and it’s growing exponentially,” said author John Bear, founder of www.degree.net.  The latest edition of “Bears Guide to Earning Degrees Nontraditionally,” which is scheduled for release this month, will include 481 schools.  This is an increase from the 320 listed in the 1998 edition.

Web sites for phony universities can be deceptive.  Just because the web site ends in “edu” doesn’t mean it is legitimate.  No prerequisites exist to register for those addresses.  Contact Navy College to assist you in verifying a school’s accreditation.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 1999 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 1999.
