Univ of Phoenix Rep here at NMCP

VA Update
Effective 1 May 2001, Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB) participants can hike their monthly stipend up to $800.  For members serving on active duty three or more years, the total return can reach $28,800, an increase of $5,400.  The minimum contribution is $20, which can be made monthly to a total of $600, earning a 9 to 1 return on the contribution.  Eligible are members who entered active duty on or after 1 Jul 1985 and enrolled in the MGIB program during the first two weeks of active duty.  Those who were on active duty 1 November 2000 but will separate prior to 1 May 2001 have until 31 July 2001 to contribute through their servicing Department of Veterans Affairs. St. Leo Univ Scholarship

The Saint Leo University Alumni Association awards a $500 scholarship to a student who has outstanding leadership abilities and is participating in classes at one of Saint Leo’s Regional Centers.  If you are a student at the Saint Leo University South Hampton Roads Center and meet the following criteria, you are eligible to apply:

· Junior at Saint Leo in good academic and social standing for the prior five terms.

· Exhibit leadership ability with Saint Leo University organizations and/or community organizations.

· Submit a candidate application form; a one-page statement describing interest in the scholarship and qualifications for consideration; two letters of recommendation – one from a current member of the Saint Leo faculty and one from a current advisor/leader of a volunteer organization with which you are involved.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER
The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2000 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 2000.

The EOC is located in downtown Norfolk at 121 College Place, Suite 200.  You may reach Ms. Vaughan Frederick at 683-2312 or 552-1685.
