       NMCP On- Base Programs

Navy College sponsors three education programs at NMCP:

1. Tidewater Community College (TCC) offers courses leading toward their AAS in Nursing.

2. St. Leo University (SIU) offers courses leading toward their AA in liberal arts and their BA in Business Administration with a specialization in Health Services Management

3. Troy State University (TSU) offers courses leading toward their Master of Science in Management with a concentration in Healthcare Management.

Even though fall seems a long way off, July is an excellent time to start planning for taking classes during the fall.  Typically July and August is registration time for fall.  It is highly recommended to start early in your research of schools and programs.  It takes time to gather your SMART and previous college documentation (if applicable), fill out applications, and get counseling.  Relatively new students and those who have been out of school for awhile are encouraged to start by attending the Navy College’s College Orientation briefing.  Pages 7 and 8 gives a description and dates of these briefings.

Remember, many classes fill up quickly.  Schools have deadlines for registration and tuition payment, and Navy College requires one-day turn around to process your TA application.  Sometimes, it takes much longer if there are problems such as missing grades from prior courses.  Also, remember, Navy College cannot accept TA applications after the end of the school’s registration period.  There are no exceptions!!  Early planning is highly recommended.

TCC Info

Tidewater Community College’s fall term starts 22 August and ends 16 December.  There will be two mini terms within this period.  The first eight weeks start 22 Aug and end 16 October; the second eight weeks start  17 October and end 16 December.  Registration will start 15 July and end 21 Aug.  See page 9 for on-base fall class listing.

The TCC rep will be on leave 26 June until 15 July.  He will provide the math and English placement exam for FREE at the following Wednesdays at NMCP:

1300 17 Jul and 24 Jul

0730 31 Jul and 07 & 14 Aug

The exam is 2 ½ hours in length.  There is no need to make an appointment nor for active duty personnel to be in uniform.  Exams will be given in room 103 (across from the Credit Union) in bldg 272.  All personnel (active duty, civilians, retirees, family members, reservists, etc.) are invited to take the exam.  You only need to take the exam one day.  You need to fill out a TCC application (available outside the Navy College Office in room 131 or from the TCC rep).  Please arrive a couple of minutes early to take the exam.

St. Leo Univ

CANCELING CLASSES

If you are using Tuition Assistance (TA) to finance a college degree, you may face the time when you need to drop, withdraw or change a class.  There are important steps that you must take that will prevent you from running into trouble.  Remember, any changes you make you must do it with the school and the Navy.  The steps are as follows:

· ADD/DROP Period – A period of time when you may add or drop a class without academic or financial penalty.  Please check with you school concerning this policy.

· WITHDRAW – To withdraw from a course after the ADD/DROP period – a grade of “W” will be awarded and possibly an “F.”  Please check with your school’s withdrawal policy.

· You should drop your class during the ADD/DROP period (check with your school on the duration of this time) in order to avoid charges from the school and the Navy.

· If you should withdraw from your class, in most cases you will lose all of your tuition, thus having to pay the Navy back it’s share (75%).  We recommend that each student review their school’s withdrawal policy prior to enrolling with the school.

· Regardless of the reason for dropping or withdrawing from a class, you must contact the college in order to drop or withdraw from a course.  You must also visit the Navy College Office to get your TA authorization changed as well.

Evaluated Degree Plan Required

After utilizing the Navy’s Tuition Assistance (TA) program five times (no matter if at a previous duty station), students are required to have an “evaluated” degree plan.  This degree plan is developed by the college after the college has evaluated the SMART and previous college credits (if applicable).  The degree plan lists all the classes required for the degree/certificate and what the student still needs to accomplish to earn the degree/certificate.  Once the student has received five TA authorizations, the Navy will NOT fund additional until the evaluated degree plan is delivered to our office.  We will grant current students three months to acquire the evaluated degree plan.  The Navy College Office will assist students in this endeavor.

No Late TA documents Accepted

Remember, effective 01 January 2002, the Navy College Office can NO longer accept late Tuition Assistance (TA) applications.  Once late registration is over (or regular registration if the school does not have a late registration period), no TA applications can be approved.  There are no waivers for this.  Please plan to do your TA early.

Educational Opportunity Center

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 2001, you must bring a copy of your 2001 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2001 W2 form.

Process (from start to finish)

· Find out what you would like to study/who offers that program

· Receive counseling from college; fill out application; take placement exam; request previous college transcript (if applicable) and SMART.

· Complete Tuition Assistance (TA) paperwork

· Return to college to register (turn in approved TA document; pay student share).  Some schools allow you to register early/pay later – note the tuition payment date.

· Pick up text books
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
