There are a wide variety of programs from different colleges and universities offering programs on the various bases in the local area.  These programs are open to civilians as well as military personnel.  In fact, the colleges welcome civilians and military dependents with open arms.  Fall registration has begun. SMART
SMART is now available to document American Council on Education (ACE) recommended college credit for military training and occupational experience.  SMART is an academically accepted record that is validated by ACE.  The primary purpose of SMART is to assist service members in obtaining college credit for their military training.

The SMART lists the following:

· Military occupations held

· Military training courses completed

· College-level examinations taken through a military installation (DANTES) including:  College Level Examination Program (CLEP) tests; DANTES Subject Standardized Tests (DSSTs), American College Testing-Proficiency Examination Program (ACT-PEP) tests; and Regents College Examinations (RCEs).

· “Other Learning Experiences (OLE)” – not all training is granted credit recommendations by ACE.  The OLE section of the transcript documents this training and includes reasons why no credit was granted.

The SMART Academic Institution page lists college courses taken on active duty through Tuition Assistance (TA), Navy College Program for Afloat College Education (NCPACE) or from the Community College of the Air Force (CCAF).

SMART has two versions: Individual Copy and Institutional Copy.  The Individual Copy is designed for your personal use.  It is unofficial and is used for counseling purposes only.  This version contains instructions for correcting errors or omissions.  The Institutional Copy acts as an official transcript and is sent directly to an academic institution of your choice.

To obtain your individual, unofficial SMART, you may log onto the Navy College website at www.navycollege.navy.mil.  For more information regarding the SMART, contact our office.

If you do not have a TCC application on file, please bring a completed one to the test or come early to fill one out.  You do not need to bring anything to the test, nor does active duty personnel need to be in uniform.  The placement exam is available to ALL PERSONNEL wishing to attend TCC. EDUCATION COUNSELING
Would you take a trip to an unfamiliar part of the country without a road map?  No, of course not!  Yet prospective college students often face many obstacles when starting out on the road to their educational goal because they do not have a “map” or guidance.  Many of the potential pitfalls can be avoided when the student first consults a counselor.

EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER

The Navy College Office is pleased to announce that an Educational Opportunity Center (EOC) counselor will provide outreach services to NMCP in July and Aug.

The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program.  The Navy College Office (NCO) at NMCP is pleased to announce that Ms. Vaughan Frederick, from the EOC, will be providing educational, career, and financial aid counseling (for college) here at NMCP at the end of July and the month of August.  Her services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.  She is available in building 272 (Admin), room 131 (next to Med Photo) on the following days from 1200-1500:  Wed 26 Jul; Wed 02 Aug; Mon 14 Aug; Wed 23 Aug; and Wed 30 Aug.

She can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  She can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

No appointment is necessary, and there is no need for active duty personnel to be in uniform.  However, because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 1999 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 1999.
