Lateral Degree Rescinded

VERY GOOD NEWS FOR FOLKS WHO HAVE DEGREES ALREADY!  Previously, if you earned a degree (whether the Navy paid for it or not), under the Tuition Assistance (TA) program, the Navy would not pay for a second degree at the same level (lateral degrees).  For example, if you had a baccalaureate degree, TA would NOT fund a second one.  Effective immediately, this rule has been rescinded.  Now, the Navy will fund additional degrees at the same level.  For more information, contact our office.

NOTE:  It is not necessary to wait until January to start classes.  Many schools offer Oct-Dec terms!  See Navy College for more information.
SLU Oct Term

TA Info

In order to take a class next term, active duty personnel must have their Tuition Assistance (TA) forms approved.  In order to get TA, the Navy College Office requires a signed (by direction authority) TA application form.  These forms are available outside of the Navy College Office or may be downloaded from the Tuition Assistance portion of the Navy College website – www.navycollege.navy.mil   First time TA users are required to be counseled before the second TA document can be authorized. EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY CENTER
The EOC was established in Hampton Roads in 1979 and has served well over 40,000 individuals.  The EOC has a staff of professional counselors with many years of experience.  The EOC is a federally funded program. EOC services are FREE and OPEN TO ANYONE (active duty, reservists, retirees, spouses, adult family members, civilians, etc.).  Family members can come together if desired.

The EOC can provide interest inventories to see which career fields you may be interested in; counseling on local colleges and universities; and financial aid counseling by assisting in filling out the Free Application for Financial Student Aid (FAFSA) and giving students scholarship web sites.  An EOC counselor can assist you with either the paper and pencil version of the FAFSA form or the internet-based form.  Students will receive instantaneous feedback from the internet-based version while the paper and pencil version takes five to six weeks to receive feedback.

Because the EOC must report statistics to the Department of Education, personnel seeking the EOC’s assistance MUST PROVIDE INCOME DOCUMENTATION.  If you have worked and filed taxes in 1999, you must bring a copy of your 1999 1040 tax return.  If you worked but did not file taxes, please bring a copy of your 2000 W2 form.  If you are receiving public assistance, please bring a copy of the Food Stamp or Medicaid card.  If you are receiving social security, bring a statement that lists the amount received in 2000.

The EOC is located in downtown Norfolk at 121 College Place, Suite 200.  You may reach Ms. Vaughan Frederick at 683-2312 or 552-1685.
