STEPS:	Points:





1. � FORMTEXT ��Put on the shoe covers      


found with the protective gear in the Cytotoxic Drug Kit.





2.  Remove the patient from the spill area and immediately wash contaminated parts of the patient with soap and water.





3.  Place the chemo-absorbent     


sheet over the spill to prevent aerosolization and close off area to through traffic until the spill is cleaned up.





4.  Clean the spill with detergent solution and rewash with plain water.





5.  Follow the instructions on the kit box, place all contaminated trash and linen in the chemotherapy waste bags.





6.  Double bag the trash and   


take it to the chemotherapy      


waste container. This container should be sealed, hand carried by the ward staff to the inpatient Pharmacy Bldg.215.  





7.  Submit QCR to document the spill and immediately notify the Department Head or


supervisor.
