


� FORMTEXT ��PROCEDURE FOR NARCOTIC CONTROL�





Level of Activity:  � FORMDROPDOWN ��





Supportive Data:  � FORMTEXT �� Controlled substances are accounted for at the end of each shift by an off-going RN and an on-coming RN.  Each  controlled drug is counted using the Narcotic and Controlled Drug Account Record, NAVMED 6710/1.  When the count is completed both nurses sign the Narcotic and Controlled Drug Inventory-24, NAVMED 6710/4 (4-72).  If the controlled substance count is found to be incorrect, every effort must be made to correct the error and/or to determine how the error occurred.�

STEPS:	Points:





1. � FORMTEXT ��Question shift nurses to ensure	that they have signed out each of	the controlled substances which they have administered.





2.  Determine if the controlled drug was signed out on the incorrect page of the NAVMED 6710/1.





3.  Determine if the incorrect drug was administered (i.e. demerol   


was ordered, but morphine was given).





4.  Use the MARs to account for each controlled substances administered and compare with the NAVMED 6710/1





5.  Look for suspicious documentation which might indicate a misappropriated drug.





6.  If it is determined that the drug has been misappropriated or remains unaccounted for, a Quality    


of Care Review is submitted and the Narcotic Pharmacy Officer is notified.�

� FORMTEXT ��1.  This is the most common reason for an incorrect count.











2.  It is not unusal to have 2 or 3 boxes of the same drug.








3.  In this case, the count on both drugs in question is possibly not correct.  A medication error QCR needs to be filled out.









































6.  After hours, the duty Pharmacy Officer is notified.�
